The Champ Clark Bridge is 

a 5-span, Pennsylvania 

through truss with 6 steel 

plate deck girder approach 

spans on the East end. It 

was built between 1926 and 

1928 for the Missouri-

Illinois Bridge Company 

and cost $1,000,000 to 

construct. It opened on 

May 15, 1928 and operated 

as a toll bridge until 1952, 

when it was freed.  

A comprehensive survey of historic 

resources of Louisiana has not been 

conducted. A survey of the project area 

will need to be conducted for the project. 

Archaeological surveys will need to be 

conducted in Missouri and Illinois. 

Architectural resources will need to be 

photographed and researched to 

determine if they have historical 

significance. 

North Third Street Historic District is 

roughly bounded by Georgia, Noyes, 

North 3rd Street and North Water Street. 

The district is significant in the areas of 

architecture and community planning & 

development, with a period of 

significance of 1843-1935. It is 

predominantly residential in nature, and 

contains some of the oldest homes in 

Louisiana.
