This request is so that our new terminology will match national standards that are considered to include crashworthy end terminals and crash cushions.  For an example, please refer to the definition of “days” found on page 6 of the Missouri Standard Specifications for Highway Construction.  “Crashworthy end terminals” applies to both crashworthy end terminals and crash cushions.  Our proposed revision to Sec 101 is presented separately from our Sec 606 revisions.
