Identical notes located under each of the plan views for Pavement Edge Differential ≤ 4 Inches [and > 4 Inches] have been removed and placed into the General Notes.  A new general note, “Pavement edge treatment shall be constructed when the edge drop off is < 12 feet from the lane line” has been added.  Minor changes were made to the drawing notes.
