902.5.5 – Last sentence doesn’t make sense.

902.8 – Last two sentences should be moved to Basis of Payment.

902.12.5.2.1 – First sentence needs re-wording.

902.15 – Re-word second sentence.

902.15.2 – Can’t most of this be shown on plans?  Is it needed in the specs?

902.16.2 – Move last sentence to Basis of Payment.

902.16.6 – Move last sentence to Basis of Payment.

902.19.4 – Move last part of 5th sentence and 6th sentence to Method of Measurement.  Move last part of 8th sentence to Basis of Payment.

902.24 – Could reduce section by compiling items measured, per each, into a list.

902.24.4, 24.9, 24.11, 24.12, 24.13, 24.14 – Move language to Basis of payment.

902.25.1-8 – Coverd in 902.25?  Are these sections needed?

1090.2.4.1 – “…… and no direct payment will be made.”  Does this need to be addressed in Sec 902?

1090.2.5 – 3 copies of certification needed?

1090.3 – Throughout spec there are references to “weatherproof” and “watertight”.  Do these mean the same thing?

1090.4.1.4 (d) (3) & (e) -  These are requirements where the lead in statement infers mounted equipment.

1090.4.2 – Is it “model”, “type” or “microcomputer” 170E controller.  Varies throughout spec.  Who will supply Caltrans spec and qualified products list?  Are we consistent in terminology?

1090.4.2.4 – Periods after “current”?

1090.4.5.2 – Move first sentence to 902.  Deleted in section because it refers to work requirements.

1090.4.7.7 – First sentence belongs in Sec 902.

1090.4.7.7.2 – In the middle of the paragraph, what does “if applicable”  apply to?

1090.4.7.7.2.2 – Is DIN defined anywhere?

1090.4.7.7.2.3 – Is BNC defined?

1090.4.7.7.2.4.3 – terms “f1.8” and “f300” need defining?

902.11.1 – Size of round aluminum i.d. tags?

902.12.3 – First sentence is already stated in 902.12?

Combine first sentence of 902.12.4.1 and 12.4.2 and move under 902.12.4.

902.12.5.1 – Define EIA.

902.12.5.3.1 – What does last sentence mean?

902.13.5 – “…one inch long backer rods…”  should be diameter?

902.16 – “..trenching or pushing…” Do we ant to allow pushing? See Sec 902.16.4

902.16.3 – Second sentence – material can be placed within 3” of bottom of 3” conduit?

902.16.6 – “easily accessible” is subjective.

902.17 – LED’s are not horizontal.  This only applies to standard signal bulbs.

1090.1.1(b) – these are not required in signal heads? Or not read to be in accord. with ITE specs.

1090.1.1(e) – do we still need lamp specs?

1090.1.2 – First sentence – Is this still true for LED’s.

1090.1.4 – Are our LED’s coming in this way?

902.5, 2nd sentence.  This might be replaced with,   "Aluminum or polycarbonate signal heads which otherwise comply  with the contract may be furnished."

902.12.4.1.  In the second line the phrase, " ... in accordance with ... these specifications," is used.  I assume that means Sec 902 or does it mean provisions appearing somewhere in the Standard Specifications?  Many distinct items are covered in Sec 902.  It would be helpful to be a little more specific maybe "in Sec 902.12."  I am not suggesting a specific subparagraph be stated.   

1090.4.1.1, Line 2.  The phrase, " ... and be of clean-cut design and appearance ... ,"   Should be clarified and  expressed in more objective terms.

Jerry Hirtz - The only comment I have is in Sec 1090.4.1.6.1 (f) & (g);  A reference is made to a MoDOT D-plug.  Is the D-plug furnished by MoDOT or is it a unique plug called a "MoDOT D-plug"?  And if MoDOT furnishes the plug, is (g) necessary?

Tom Borgmeyer - The next to last sentence of Sec 902.2 states that...Programming of the controller shall be the responsibility of the contractor except where programming of the controller can be done electronically."  If the programming is done electronically who is responsible?

Don Davidson - There does seem to be some method specs in 902 but I have no qualms with it.  Sometimes that is just the way it needs to be done.  I approve both sections.
