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(Rationale:  Markers are needed to show locations of drains and Right-of-Way points not only for MoDOT but also for public use. There is no need for these markers to be set in concrete, grout or polyurethane but instruction is needed to be sure that anyone setting these markers knows to set them facing centerline.  There are no recommended changes to this section at this time. )

602.3  Construction Requirements.  Steel markers shall XE "Markers:Steel"  be set with the legend facing the centerline of the highway.  Posts shall be driven in accordance with Sec 903.  Posts having battered or mushroomed tops will not be accepted.  Posts shall be set vertically and the plaques firmly attached.

602.4  Basis of Payment.  The accepted quantity of markers will be paid for at the contract unit price.
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
